l. THE COMPLETE SIGNAL INSTALLATION SHALL CONFORM TO ALL APPROPRIATE PARTS OF
THE 200! AMERICAN ASSOCIATION OF STATE HIGHWAY AND TRANSPORTATION OFFICIALS
(AASHTO) "GREEN . BOOK", 2001 GEORGIA STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS, & THE MANUAL ON
UNIFORM TRAFFIC CONTROL DEVICES (MUTCD) MILLENNIUM EDITION, INCLUDING
SUBSEQUENT PUBLISHED RULINGS

2. SIGNAL HEADS 'SHALL BE ERECTED TO PROVIDE AT LEAST I7 FEET BUT NO MORE THAN
19 FEET CLEARANCE FROM BOTTOM OF SIGNAL HEADS TO TOP OF ROAD SURFACE AND A
MINIMUM OF 8 FEET MEASURED HORIZONTALLY BETWEEN CENTERS OF SIGNAL FACES.
