In order to prevent runoff from bypassing Inlet sediment fraps,a temporary sump shall be Installed
around all Inlet sediment fraps that are nof located In a low point or an excavated sump.

Construct temporary sumps In accordance with Construction Detail D-24C. Temporary sumps shall
be installed In a manner that ensures stormwater does not bypass the inlet. The Contractor may

submit alternate temporary contalnment berm designs to the Project Engineer for approval.

The Disturbance Activities consist of Clearing and Grubbing, Removal of Existing Pavement Structure,

Removal of Fill, Placement of Fill,and Grading. BMP's as shown on the ESPCP will be adequate to
control sediment runoff at this location. Land disturbance activities associated with constructing and

removing a sediment basin at this location would cause adverse Impacts.

READY MIX CHUTE WASH-DOWN

Stream Buffers are not Impacted by this pro fect.

The washing of ready-mix concrete drums and dump tfruck bodies used in the delivery of FPortland
cement concrete Is prohibited on this site.

In accordance with Standard Specification 107: Legal Regulations and Responsibility fo the Public,
only the discharge chute utilized in the delivery of Portland cement concrete may be rinsed free of
fresh concrete remains. The Contractor shall excavate a pit outside of State water buffers,at least
25 feet from any storm drain and outside of the fravelled way,including shoulders,for a wash-
down pit. The pit shall be large enough to store all wash-down water without overtopping. Immediately
arter the wash-down operations are completed and after the wash-down water has soaked info the
ground,the pit shall be filled in,and the ground above it shall be graded to match the elevation of
the surrounding areas. Alfernate wash-down plans must be approved by the Project Engineer.

Wash-down plans describe procedures that prevent wash-down water from enfering streams and
rivers. Never dispose of wash-down water down a storm drain. Establish a wash-down pit that
Includes the following: (1) a location away from any storm drain,stream,or river,(2) access fo the
vehicle being used for wash down,(3) sufficient volume for wash-down water,and (4) permission
to use the area for wash-down.

On sites where permission or access fo excavate a wash-down pit is unavailable,the Contractor may
have to wash-down info a sealable 55-gallon drum or other suitable container and then transport the

container to a proper disposal site. For additional information,refer to the Georgia Small Business
Environmental Assistance Program’'s "A Guide for Ready Mix Chute/Hopper Wash-down'.
