Services may include:
Professional airport engineering and planning consultant services for planning, engineering, architectural, and such other special and additional services as may be requested by the Authority in connection with future improvements at the Silver Comet Field at Paulding Northwest Atlanta Airport (Airport) during a five-year period.
Future work must be performed and completed in such a manner as to be eligible for federal and state aid funds.  The Authority is conducting an open engineering selection in accordance with the FAA Advisory Circular Guidelines.  Responding firms must possess a current pre-qualification by the Georgia Department of Transportation in Area Classes, No. 1.08 Airport Master Planning and No. 2.09 Airport Design.
If your firm wishes to be considered as engineering consultant, please submit seven (7) copies of the following information by March 11, 2016 at 4:00 P.M. local time to the Paulding County Airport Authority, 730 Airport Parkway, Dallas,  Georgia 30157.  The Statement of Qualifications should be delivered in a sealed envelope or box clearly marked “AIRPORT CONSULTING ENGINEERING SERVICES.”  The Authority shall assume no responsibility for responses that are received after the prescribed time or that are not properly addressed or identified.

SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS
Submittals shall be limited to no more than twenty (20) single-sided, 8 ½” x 11” pages, excluding any tabs and cover letters, which addresses the following:
1. Name and description of firm;
2. Location of office where work will be accomplished;
3. Qualifications and previous experience at general aviation airports and non-hub commercial service airports;
4. Resumes of key personal to be assigned to projects;
5. Names and telephone numbers of three (3) references familiar with previous work experience; and
6. Working relationships with FAA and GDOT.
Please note that this is NOT a request for a price proposal.  Your submittal should include actions which your firm may take in working with DBE’s (GDOT – Certified).  No elaborate special presentation brochures are expected at this time.  An evaluation of qualified firms will be undertaken following receipt of submittals.  It is the intent of the Authority to select a consultant as a result of this effort.
SCOPE OF SERVICES
The Authority desires to select an engineering consultant for the purpose of planning, engineering, design, and construction of aviation related projects at the Airport, such as indicated below.  It is the intent of the Authority to enter into a multi-year Master Agreement with a consultant for a 5-year period of time during which some or all of the projects may be developed.
The scope of work to be included in the multi-year contract may include, but may not be limited to the following:
a. Preparation of or update/revision of the Master Plan, Exhibit “A” Property Line Map, the Airport Layout Plan, and Environmental Assessments as necessary;
b. Services associated with mitigating measures contained in any applicable Environmental Studies for airport related development projects;
c. Reconstruct, overlay, and expand various aircraft parking aprons, taxiways, and runways including lighting, marking, and associated items;
d. Construct, relocate, and rehabilitate various airport entrance roads, perimeter roads, and parking lots;
e. Fencing and access control projects as required;
f. Relocations and/or design of airfield NAVAIDS and airfield lighting systems, including ILS components as required;
g. Construct terminal area, hangar facilities, fuel facilities, and other development area improvements;
h. Construct infrastructure for the development of the airport in conformance with the Airport Layout Plan including site utilities and drainage;
i. Preparation of project pre-applications/applications and Capital Improvement Plan (C.I.P.) documents;
j. Such other related work as the Airport may deem necessary.
A contract for the preliminary design, construction documents, construction, and special services for each project will be entered into independently at the appropriate time.
EVALUATION CRITERIA
The criteria to be used in the selection of the consultant are as follows:
a. 	Firm Qualifications and Experience
b. 	Key Personnel Qualifications and Experience
c. 	Relevant Project Experience, with References
d. 	Familiarity with Airport and surrounding area
e. 	Familiarity with the FAA and GDOT Aviation Programs

SELECTION PROCESS

Qualifications will be reviewed and evaluated based on the criteria listed herein. At the discretion of the Authority, prospective consultants may or may not be invited to participate in an interview. It is the intent of the Authority to select a consultant as a result of this effort. Upon selection of a consultant, a contract between the Authority and the consultant shall be executed.
