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SR 13 Buford Highway and Pleasant Hill Boulevard is a major interchange that links the City of Duluth to several surrounding Cities and Gwinnett County. With the increasing population growth in Gwinnett County over the last twenty years, SR 13 Buford Highway and Pleasant Hill Boulevard have become major transportation corridors for vehicles traveling to and from I-85.The abundance of shopping centers, office complexes and commercial businesses adjacent to the interchange have created a prime opportunity for gateway improvements into the City of Duluth.
Within the past ten years, Georgia Department of Transportation and Gwinnett County Department of Transportation completed the grade separation construction project for the interchange. Because this intersection is a gateway into the City of Duluth, the City would like for the area to be attractive, well lit and adequately marked for traffic safety and appropriately signed for wayfinding needs. 
The project starts on SR 13 Buford Highway, from the intersection of May Road South to the Gwinnett County line and along Pleasant Hill Road from the Norfolk Southern railroad right of way to the intersection of Sunset Street.  The proposed improvements will include landscape enhancements, lighting and signage. The landscape will comply with GDOT standards and will be maintained by the City of Duluth. Proposed roadway lighting will be residential in scale to comply with adjacent neighborhood light pollution restrictions. High intensity mast lighting will not be used on the project due to this purpose. Traffic safety improvements will include striping and sign modifications to improve the flow of vehicles as they approach the interchange and to provide adequate advance notification. Wayfinding signs will be incorporated and modified within the project limits to help direct vehicles to the City of Duluth and to other prime nearby destinations.
