Section 3 (B) – Proposed Project 
All property involved in this project is within the public right-of-way. No easements will be required for this project. 

The Taylor County Board of Commission proposes a Safe Routes to School Project that will provide the necessary safe guards and infrastructure for the middle, elementary and upper elementary school children to walk and/or ride their bikes to school. The proposed project consists of the following:
1. Add 4,662 linear feet of sidewalk along GA HWY 137 (E Mail Street), from the intersection of East Main Street and MLK Jr Road to the intersection of E Main Street and McDowell Street. This proposed sidewalk will connect to the existing sidewalk and will provide a safe pedestrian facility to access the middle, elementary and upper elementary school.  
2. Add 30 ADA compliant handicap ramps along the proposed sidewalk and the existing sidewalk. 
3. Add 30 truncated domes at each proposed handicap ramp. 
4. Add 9 resting benches: 8 along E Main Street and 1 along Oak Street

5. Add 9 trash receptacles: 8 along E Main Street and 1 along Oak Street. 

6. 6 Bicycle racks, 2 at each school campus.
7. Add thermoplastic solid traffic striping at 12 different locations: (see attached proposed project map for locations) and 2 major intersections with yellow and white thermoplastic striping where pedestrian need to cross over GA Hwy 137 (E Main Street).
8. Add 6 School Zone Flashing Speed Limit Signs: 2 at each school campus

9. Add 4 Pedestrian Flashing signs: 2 at each major intersection.
10. Add 2 State Law Stop for Pedestrian signs: 1 at each major intersection crossing over GA Hwy 137. 

11. Add 9 Share the Road Signs: 8 along GA Hwy 137 (E Main Street) and 1 along Oak Street.
12. Additional construction activities for the project include:
· Traffic Control during construction

· Rip Rap

· Grading 

· Asphalt patching

· Erosion Control

Section 3 (C) – Proposed Project
The proposed list of activities mentioned in Section 3(B) will address the issue of providing safe means of transportation for the Taylor County Middle, Elementary and Upper Elementary School students. As demonstrated in Section 2 and in our student survey portion of our Safe Routes to School Plan, there is a small number of children walking and cycling to school. The student survey comments show that most children do not feel safe walking along GA Hwy 137 (E Main Street). 

Our proposed project hopes to encourage more parents and children to feel safe while walking or cycling to the school. Adding the adequate facilities (new sidewalk along E Main Street), along with better and more visible school zone speed limit signs, benches, and handicap accessibility will allow us to bring a positive message to the overall community as well as to parents, teacher, and the students themselves, that indeed, their local government is concerned with their safety both as motorists and pedestrians while on the road. We look forward to encouraging a more active lifestyle to the community and the student body at Taylor County Middle, Elementary and Upper Elementary. The visibility of school zone signs, pedestrian crossings, and properly marked crossing signs on the road will allow motorists to acknowledge the presence of children walking during school hours. However, our Safe Routes to School team knows that providing the necessary infrastructure is the first step towards encouraging students and other community members to become active in walking and cycling. Therefore, the Taylor County Sherriff’s Department and the City of Butler Police Department have agreed to exercise and ENFORCE speed traffic control during school hours. 
The main purpose of the above mentioned activities is to provide the necessary safeguards for children, parents, teachers and other community members to get active, and for middle, elementary and upper elementary school children to walk and cycle to school. In addition, we believe that this project will also have a positive impact on the community and the environment within the school’s vicinity, and if approved, will provide 11,200 linear feet of sidewalk and connectivity from the City of Butler Library to all three schools including the Taylor County High School. 
Please note, that out of the 4,662 linear feet of proposed sidewalk, 1,535 linear feet will be within the City of Butler city limits, therefore, a Memorandum of Understanding has been drafted and signed between the City of Butler and Taylor County in regards to the construction and maintenance of these 1,535 linear feet of sidewalk.
