Georgia Department of Transportation would like to take this opportunity to thank you again for your participation and valuable input to the decision making process for the above referenced projects.  We would also like to provide an update on the status of these projects.
I-185 Interchange at Old Cusseta Road

After the last CAT meeting and the Public Information Meeting, a formal request was made to Georgia Department of Transportation by the City of Columbus/Muscogee County to eliminate this project from our program.
Farr Road Widening from St Mary’s Drive to Old Cusseta Road

This project will move forward to the Preliminary Design phase when the Concept Plans and Concept Report are completed and meet the Department’s approval.  Since the Interchange will not be constructed, Farr Road will be widened but will remain at its current location (which includes the current intersection with Old Cusseta Road).

Cusseta/Old Cusseta Road – Fort Benning Road to Staunton Drive
The Concept Plans were completed including the alternatives chosen by the CAT.  The Concept Team Meeting was held on March 19, 2003.  At that meeting, representatives of the City of Columbus/Muscogee County requested that the project be shortened on the eastern end to the intersection with Farr Road.  They have followed up with a letter to formalize that request.  The Concept Plans and Report are currently being changed to show the full four lane typical section ending at Farr Road.  Construction will continue for about 1000 feet east of Farr Road in order to safely taper from four lanes to the existing two lanes.  The rest of the project has not changed since the last CAT meeting.  The changed Concept Plans are being reviewed.  When approved, the project will be ready to progress to the Preliminary Design phase.  

Georgia Department of Transportation looks forward to meeting and working with the citizens of Columbus/Muscogee County on future projects.
